Confucius Institute China Ningbo
Branch (UNNC Cl) is the only Confucius
Institute in mMainland China.

Our Mandarin courses meet
needs from survival to
professional levels and cover a
wide range of topics to
welcome Mandarin learners
from all backgrounds. By the
end of 2023, there were 1227
students enrolled in our
Mandarin class, 209 students
for 2023. From Autumn
semester 2023, our group
Chinese courses are free to all
UNNC international students,

staff and their families.
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In 2023, 466 candidates successfully
completed their HSK test with UNNC CI.
A total of 9 HSK tests were held this year,
including 8 computer-based tests and 1
paper-based test.
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In 2023, we held 34 cultural events involving over 1600 participants. Our regular activities,
such as the Chinese Painting class, the Language Partner Program, are as popular as ever.
Traditional Chinese festivals such as Lantern Festival and Mid-Autumn Festival were
welcomed and enjoyed by UNNCers. We also organized Chinese Night and Ningbo
International Students Chinese Speaking Competition. In addition, our cultural delegation
also visited Nottingham Confucius Institute, UNUK for Chinese painting exhibition and
workshops.
