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STUDY ABROAD APPLICATION GUIDELINES
UNIVERSITY OF NOTTINGHAM NINGBO CHINA 
ELIGIBILITY 
Students must have completed at least one year of study at their home university in order to participate in the programme. 
Students applying as part of the International Exchange Programme must be studying at a university that has a current bilateral agreement with the University of Nottingham Ningbo China. Applications must be submitted via the home institution. Students who are applying for the Study Abroad Programme can do so directly to University of Nottingham Ningbo China or through their home university or a provider.

APPLICATION DEADLINES 
It is recommended that applications are submitted as early as possible. The deadline for an academic programme starting in September is May 1 and October 31 for the next February programme.

ENGLISH LANGUAGE REQUIREMENTS 
Those students who do not study in an English-speaking country or at a university that teaches in English must submit evidence of English Language proficiency with either an IELTS or TOEFL certificate. Minimum English Language Requirement:
· IELTS 6.5 with the writing band no less than 6.0 or 

· TOEFL (paper based) 575 + TWE no less than 4.5 or 

· TOEFL (computer based) 232 + TWE no less than 4.5 

· TOEFL (IBT) 88 (minimum 19 in any element)
· Passed 60 ECTS (European Credits) in English-taught courses

SUPPORTING DOCUMENTS
· Your most recent original academic transcript 

· A copy of your passport

· A copy of your English language test result (if applicable – see above) 

· An official nomination letter from your home university. 

· Passport sized photo
